Action:  Brazelton titles are popular.  This particular book has not been updated, but I would keep it if it is circulating well.  I would consider adding additional titles by this author.

Action:  Although these books were written in the 1980s, I would keep them as they are popular and give a different perspective on child development.

Action:  This book was updated in 2010.  Assuming this title circulates I would replace it.

Action:  This title was updated in 2008.  Replace with updated version if the title is circulating.  

Note:  While browsing the parenting shelves, I noticed there are almost no books about autism on the parenting shelf.  I found many books about autism, however, in the adult non-fiction section.  While not all of the titles would fit in the parenting section, there are many that I feel should be moved from adult non-fiction to the parenting section.  The titles may be found easier by browsing parents, and circulate more.  Following are some of the titles I found that I believe should be moved.
